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Collins street local development plan 
(For lots bound by Reserve and Station Streets)

Development shall comply with Town Planning Scheme No.7 (TPS7), the Residential Design Codes (R Codes) and relevant Shire of Donnybrook-Balingup Policies, except where varied by the provisions of this Local Development Plan (LDP).

Vision

To enable new development to occur in a way that preserves the unique streetscape character and qualities of the street.

Objectives:

· To promote the retention and beautification of existing character homes along Collins Street

· To provide flexibility and relaxation of requirements when it can be clearly demonstrated that existing facades are retained and or improved.

· To promote landscapes and fencing that is in character and scale with streetscape setting.
Provision:
Street elevations

1) The Collins Street elevation shall be retained where possible.  If proposed to be removed, the elevation shall have a “weatherboard cottage” typology incorporating roof forms, materials and features similar to immediately surrounding dwellings. 

Fencing
2) Street fencing shall have a maximum height of 1.2m and should include permeable elements.  Use of Metal sheeting and fibro cement materials forward of the building line is not supported.  
3) Any internal side fencing forward of the dwelling building line shall reduce at the building line to a 45 degree angle to a height of 1.2 metres and then continue forward to the front fencing.  The 1.2 high section of fencing shall match the construction style and materials of the front fencing. 

4) Refuse and storage areas ate to be screened from public view.

5) Development not clearly visible from Collins Street can be developed in accordance with the R60 Code subject to the incorporating court yards and living areas that maximise passive solar orientation principles available to the site. 
Landscaping

6) Landscaping features and plant selection within the front setback area shall be of a scale and style that is complimentary to the “weather board cottage” character of the streetscape. 
7) Storage of any goods, materials or the like shall not be permitted forward of the building line. 
Vehicular access and carparking

8) New Car parking structures shall be screened from Collins Street.
9) Reductions to the standard 4 metre wide access leg will be considered on an individual case.

Other

Minor variations to the provisions of this LDP may be permitted, subject to approval by the Shire of Donnybrook-Balingup.
Adoption

This LDP were adopted by the Council of the Shire of Donnybrook-Balingup in accordance with Clause 6.12 of Local Planning Scheme No7.
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
